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Mr. Robin Smith, Chapter President, called the annual meeting of the Southeastern Chapter of the Building Commissioning Association, Inc. to order at 3:30 PM, October 20, 2002, at the Manufacturing Research Center Auditorium, the Georgia Institute of Technology, Atlanta, Georgia.

1. Mr. Smith welcomed those in attendance and announced that one of the major goals of this meeting was to conduct the official election for the two open positions on the Board of Directors.  Mr. Smith requested that Mr. Jonathon Clay supervise the opening and counting of the ballots received, assisted by Mr. Jeff Watson and Mr. Jeff Rees.  He asked the membership present if anyone had not turned in their ballots, collected all that were offered and delivered all collected ballots and the official Chapter membership roster to Mr. Clay for the tabulation process.

2. While the ballots were being opened, verified, and tabulated, Mr. Smith requested that the minutes of the previous meeting be approved as posted on the Chapter’s website.  Copies were available for review for those who had not seen them.  It was so moved, seconded and approved by the membership.

4. Mr. Lundstrom was not able to attend this meeting, but a representative of his firm presented an abbreviated Treasurer’s statement indicating the Chapter, after paying all outstanding bills, had a positive balance of approximately $900.

5. Mr. Jay Enck, Chairman of the Executive Committee reported that the next Chapter meeting is planned for mid-February, in Orlando, Florida.  Details of the meeting will be posted as they are determined.

6. Mr. Enck also distributed a Strategic Planning Survey, soliciting input form the Chapter membership on their desires and goals for the Chapter.  A copy of this document will be made available on the Chapter website.

7. Mr. Clay reported the results of the election process.  In a closely contested election, Mr. Hank Henley and Mr. Jay Enck were elected by the membership to fill the two open positions on the Chapter Board of Directors.

8. With the official business of the Chapter concluded, Mr. Smith introduced Mr. Jerry Perchival who delivered a presentation on the commissioning process and its impact on and involvement of the design professional, from an architechtural slant..  This was followed by Mr. Clay’s presentation of the contractor’s view of the commissioning process and Mr. Smith’s view of the process from the owner’s perspective.

9. There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 7:00 PM.
